B The Rent: around NTD 11,700- NTD 15,700 per semester (four months).
The rent may adjustment please check the rent every semester.
@ The Deposit: NTD $1,000 (one semester).
= The students who waived the Dormitory fees still need to pay for the
deposit, which will be returned after moving out.
m In the male students dormitory, 3 students share 1 room. In the dormitory
for female students, 6 students share 1 room.
B At CCU, dormitories are non-coed, furnished but
Laundry rooms are included. Bedsheets and mattresses could be
purchased at school if needed. in CCU dormitories.
